This garden is inspired by visits to the Ashiu Forest in Kyoto and Meiji Shrine in Tokyo.

In these places, trees and forests create calm, tranquil spaces that soothe the mind.

The concept of the garden is to create a quiet, woodland-like environment that offers opportunities for reflection.
The planting on the forest flooris designed to form a richly textured space through delicate foliage and floral colors.
Vertically cut hinoki (Japanese cypress) boards, along with the deck and benches, bring a natural fragrance into the
space, contributing to both mental and physical well-being. They also help visitors fully engage their five senses
while enjoying the garden.The sculptural metal spiral running through the garden symbolizes a visual connection

to the tree spirits believed to dwell within the garden.
